Basic Works Cited Forms for Electronic Sources

A web site

Author(s). “Name of Page.” Title of the website. Name of institution/organization affiliated with the site. Date of Posting/Revision. Medium of publication. Date of Access. <electronic address>. 

It is necessary to list your date of access because web postings are often updated, and information available at one date may no longer be available later. Be sure to include the complete address for the site. Also, note the use of angled brackets around the electronic address; MLA requires them for clarity.

· Indent the second and following lines 5 spaces.

· If no author is given, start with the title.

· Abbreviate the names of all months except May, June, and July.

· If the paging of a magazine or newspaper article is continued elsewhere in the issue, include only the first page followed by a plus sign.
