Summer Reading Assignment

What to do 
· Choose 10-12 meaningful passages from the novel to respond to; these passages need to encompass the entire novel (beginning, middle, and end). 

· Copy the lines out of the book, place them in quotation marks, and cite the page number for the passage. (you may also photocopy the passages and paste them in)

· Respond to the passage in your own words, using one of the reader-response roles listed below. (you must use each one at least once)

· Choose your quotes wisely; the longer the quote, the longer the explanation. 

· Passages should be between 50-100 words each. 

Reader Response Roles: 
· Straight Talker: Speak directly to a character and "give your two cents' worth". If you could stop the action at a particular point, what would you say? 

· Judge: Evaluate an action or a decision by a character or characters. Do you feel a wise or a poor decision has been made? Why? What decision would you prefer to have been made? Why? 

· Memory Keeper: Perhaps you remember a similar experience from your own life, about a time when you kept something secret and be cause of that secret, events began "to snowball." Describe that experience; explain how it relates to the story. 

· Artist: What visual images come to mind as you read the story? Draw those images. Write also what your visual image means or represents in the story. 

· Palm Reader: What has occurred that you consider foreshadowing? What do you believe will occur in the future? Why? 
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
